REecerving HoLy CoMMUNION

If you are a baptized Christian of any tradition, you are invited to receive communion with us after the
Breaking of the Bread. The consecrated bread will be placed in your outstretched hands. Those who
require either grape juice or gluten-free bread and wine should let the minister of communion know. When
the chalice of consecrated wine comes to you, you may sip from the chalice, or carefully dip part of the
consecrated bread into the wine, or decline it.

RECEIVING A BLESSING

If you are not a baptized Christian, or your Christian tradition does not allow you to receive communion
with us, we encourage you to come forward at the time of communion to receive a blessing. Simply cross your
arms over your chest as someone approaches with the bread, and that person will know to give you a blessing
instead of communion. In this way, everyone can participate in this part of the service.

SEEKING BArTISM

If you have never been baptized and desire to be immersed in grace and forgiveness as a follower of Jesus,
please speak with a member of the clergy or someone at the Welcome Table after this hour of worship. It
would be a joy to baptize you as a Christian here at Palmer Memorial Episcopal Church.
